- Maggie asked me to write a brief summary of my experience at the PC (USA)
~ General Assembly (GA) that took place July 3-10 in Minneapolis. I was one of
10 commissioners elected by Salem Presbytery.

The theme for the assembly was “Out of the believer’s heart shall flow rivers of
" living water.” (John 7:38) Each commissioner was invited to bring a 3 oz

Eternal Life a statement about how our work on the difficult issues of the church could be

symbolized by the water...input from many people, together in one place, then

poured out for all to hear, see and experience.

There were more than 300 votes taken during the week on issues that impact our denomination!
Each commissioner was assigned ahead of time to a particular committee (of which there were 18!). I
was assigned to the Ecumenical and Interfaith Relations Committee.

The BIG issues were as follows:

Civil Union and Marriage — The General Assembly passed both a final report of the
committee and a minority report to be sent out to the wider church for study. The final report
provides information about the historical and theological components of marriage and about
current laws on same-gender partnerships and how those relationships fit in the Christian
community. The minority report suggests that marriage is between a man and a woman only.

Ordination Standards — The General Assembly proposed (again!) the change to our Book of
Order about the ordination standards for deacons, elders and ministers. The proposed change
now has to be ratified by a majority of the 173 presbyteries to replace the current wording
found in section G-60106b. In my opinion, the new proposed wording is GREAT and does not
discriminate against GLBT persons who want to serve as elected leaders in our churches.

Middle Governing Bodies — The General Assembly created a Middle Governing Commission
to “organize new synods and to divide, unite, or otherwise combine synods” and “to approve
the organization, division, uniting or combining of presbyteries by synods” — upon request of
affected presbyteries and/or synod.

New Form of Government — The General Assembly voted to recommend to the presbyteries a
revised version of the Form of Government. Basically, it was decided that the original book is
outdated and uses a “one size fits all” answer to address every regulatory situation that exists
in churches...and that this is no longer relevant in our diverse congregations of the 21st
century!

Middle East Policies — The General Assembly approved a comprehensive report that calls for:
-Immediate cessation of all violence by Israelis or Palestinians (continued on p.2)

-Reaffirms Israel’s right to exist as a sovereign nation within secure borders
-the end of the Israeli occupation of Palestinian territories

I would love to tell you all the more personal experiences I had and about the spirit of the PCUSA
and how well we do work together! I will give a presentation about the General Assembly to answer
any of your questions or just to give you more of an update at 9:45 AM at the church on August 15.

We’'ll have some refreshments and just have a general discussion and question/answer time.
