It is summertime, so lots of folks are flocking to the beach. This
year, however, many people are encountering a toxic muck of oil in the
places where they would normally be lounging on towels. When the
Deepwater Horizon Oil Rig blew out over two months ago, no one could
have imagined that in the worst case scenario, upwards of 100,000 barrels of oil a day would be
stirred into the gulf by its currents. That is 4,200,000 gallons a day.

Given the haunting images of the tar ball covered beaches, the oil soaked wildlife, the out-of-
work fisherman and the bronze sheen of the gulf waters; it is easy to vilify the oil company and the
companies it works with for the many serious human errors, oversights and cost-saving shortcuts that
led to this disaster. Those organizations should certainly be held accountable for their actions, but we
also must remember that the oil they pump is the oil we put in our cars and use to heat our homes.

We must consider that our demand as a society for cheap oil is a contributing factor to the oil
company’s decisions to cut corners to keep pr
US Government's Energy Information Administration, the United States consumes about 400 million
gallons of gasoline every day. That figure equates to about 20 million barrels of oil every day. The oil
leaking from the rig in its highest estimated quantity (100,000 barrels a day) amounts to only 0.5% of
American’s daily oil consumption. We want oil

The Building and Grounds Committee has recently completed a thorough inspection of the
building. We noted the need for some extensive work on the outside of the sanctuary. The
committee has researched this situation and is taking action to prevent further deterioration and
structural damage to the facility in the near future.

The front of the sanctuary has peeling paint on the major support and dry-rot on the inside of the
porch. The underside of the porch roof is showing signs of aging and needs to be re-finished. The
wood in the windows is starting to show signs of softness and potential wood rot behind the aging
paint.

To remedy this, the committee recommended to the session that the windows of the sanctuary be
replaced with metal clad, insulated windows with tempered, UV blocking glass. The session
authorized some capital expense monies to be used to refurbish and/or replace these areas as
needed. Every attempt will be taken to match the outward appearance of the fellowship hall as
closely as possible.

With the official start of summer the end of the school year for most
children, I thought it would be a good time to talk about child safety. These
tips are from the folks at Brenner

One of the most frequent summer activities is mowing the lawn. Children
should be 12 years old to operate a push-mower and 16 years old for a riding
mower. Teens should wear closed—toe shoes and be supervised by an adult.
Many children see the mower as a big riding toy, but it is actually a danger to
children. All children should be taught not to touch a mower that has been
used recently. When a mower is in use, children under 6 years old should
remain inside. Never lift a child onto a running mower or allow a child to ride with you. While we
are thinking about motorized vehicles, remember that a child must be at least 8 to ride an all-
terrain vehicle (ATV). Children under 16 must have an ATV that is sized for them and have their
safety certificate with them (evidence of completion of the required course). Anyone who rides an
ATV must wear eye protection and a motorcycle helmet.
