How do the people of God define ‘the good life’ and compare it to our 
dominant culture’s definition?   
  
 How much is enough for each of us so that all inhabitants of this good earth may share in 
the abundance God offers? 
 G.K. Chesterton, the nineteenth century British author, suggested that there are two ways to 
have enough: one is to accumulate more and more. The other is to desire less. Graceful living is 
about finding an answer to the question, „How much is enough?‟ The answer grows out of our love 
for God, neighbor and for all of God‟s creation. It means letting our faith and the values derived 
from that faith drive our consumption patterns—not advertising or the spread of global capitalism 
that seem to put the dream of „the good life‟—measured by material possessions and social status—
within easy reach.  
 While most of us will continue to experience the tension created by living in a consumer so-
ciety while trying to live as the people of God, it is possible to deal with that tension and resolve it 
to a large extent in the decisions we make about our lifestyles. How we spend, save or give away 
our money, our time and our God-given gifts reflects our faith and values.  
 Graceful living begins with an alternative vision of how you‟d like to live. Now is the time to 
dream a dream of your own. What is „the good life‟ for you and your loved ones? How much of 
what you want for yourselves is part of the American Dream and how much is related to the Dream 
of God?  
 To help in your ongoing search for a lifestyle consistent with your faith and values, I want to 
suggest seven key graceful living concepts that grow out of faith in a gracious God. These concepts 
are abundance, frugality, simplicity, generosity, sustainability, justice and Sabbath. Creating a life-
style based on these core values challenges our culture‟s most basic assumptions about what con-
stitutes a life well lived, and yet taken together, they are consistent with God‟s dream that all shall 
have enough.

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 We have all heard of arthritis.  According to the television commercials it can be cured 
with the latest over-the-counter pain reliever.  But I know from years of observing a close family 
member that it is not that simple. 

 Arthritis comprises more than 100 different diseases and conditions, the most common of 
which is osteoarthritis. Other frequently occurring forms of arthritis include rheumatoid arthritis, 
lupus, fibromyalgia, and gout. Common symptoms include pain, aching, stiffness, and swelling in 
or around the joints. 

 Although there is no cure for arthritis, there are medications to treat it.  Here are some 
other things that you can do to manage it. 

 -Be physically active. For people with arthritis, physical activities such as walking, bicy-
cling, and swimming have been shown to have significant benefits, including reducing pain and 
improving physical function, mental health, and quality of life. 

 -Control your weight. Weight control and injury prevention measures can lower a person‟s 
risk of developing osteoarthritis. Weight loss also can reduce symptoms for people with knee os-
teoarthritis. 

 -Consult a physician. Early diagnosis and appropriate management are especially impor-
tant for people with inflammatory arthritis.

History of Alternative Gifts International 

 In 1980 Harriet Prichard, then director of Children‟s Ministries at the Pasadena Presbyte-
rian Church, in California, wanted to model for the church‟s children a new, noncommercial way 
to give authentic gifts at Christmas. She organized a market in which children and many adults 
sold relief and self-development goods and animals for persons in need in the Third World as al-
ternative gifts. Cards were inscribed with the gifts purchased and sent to friends and relatives to 
inform them that an alternative gift was given in their honor.  
 
 This project was so motivating that other churches soon wanted to conduct alternative 
markets. In 1981 five churches in the Pasadena area held markets and each year the idea spread 
to many other churches, schools and community organizations. By 2004 there were 325 markets 
in that year held in 43 US states. Alternative Gift Markets have also been organized in England, 
Holland, Japan and Korea. In the course of 20 seasons over $17 million has been raised for peo-
ple in crisis around the world and for the environment.
