If you are agile, you can position yourself so that you have a hand 
or a foot in each state and thus be in four states at once. It feels like a game of Twister. It was ex-
hilarating to be able to accomplish such a feat – four states at once! 

 Here we are - between an ending and a beginning. Mine is between physical places, an old 
home and a new home. But it is also, like yours, a spiritual one – between the past and the fu-
ture, between the old life and the new life we have together in Christ. And that is pretty exhila-
rating. May the Spirit of God move among us to form us as God’s people.

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Theology of Abundance 

September 29, 2009 

Stewardship Education Committee 

 

There are two opposites or competing theologies present in congregations these days:  the theology 
of scarcity and the theology of abundance. 

 

A theology of scarcity is based on the belief that resources are limited, the economy is bad, and the 
limits of assumed resources should determine the mission of the church.  A theology of abundance 
takes the opposite approach, boldly believing that a generous God provides all that is needed for the 
mission of the church.   

 

Paul reminds us in Philippians 4:19 that ―my God will fully satisfy every need of yours according to 
his riches in glory in Jesus Christ.‖  Or, as Eugene Peterson in The Message says of the same pas-
sage, ―You can be sure that God will take care of everything you need, his generosity exceeding even 
yours in the glory that pours from Jesus.‖ 

 

Stanley Hauerwas writes in his theological commentary of Matthew , ―Abundance, not scarcity, is the 
mark of God’s kingdom.  But that abundance must be made manifest through the lives of a people 
who have discovered that they can trust God and one another.  Such trust is not an irrational gesture 
against the chaos of life, but rather a witness to the very character of God’s care of creation.‖ 

 

Faith shares a larger agenda than promoting one’s own private world.  Faith engages one’s idea that 
wealth and talent are gifts of which we are stewards. 

 

As we enter into the budget season for our church, let us affirm a theology of abundance and realisti-
cally and faithfully advance the mission priorities of Trinity Presbyterian Church.  Let us participate 
fully and give generously to our stewardship campaign, knowing that we can serve together with 
gladness, fulfilling Trinity’s mission as a people of God.
