 You’d think I’d get used to writing articles like this—given how 
many times I’ve had to say good-bye in my work as an interim minister. 
Perhaps ―resigned to‖ or ―acclimated‖ might be more accurate. I’ve done 
it enough to realize that saying good-bye is very important—for both you 
and for me. It can never be taken lightly. I’ve done it enough to realize 
that saying good-bye is also saying hello. (More about that later.) 
 

 The fact is, I never get used to it. 
 

 Because I do this so regularly, it’s easy for me to think of this as 
routine. It’s just one more good-bye. ―No sense in fighting it; you know 
it’s going to happen‖, I say to myself, like cleaning the house over again 
after the kids have just come home. It’s inevitable. Hey, it’s just one 
more good-bye. 

 But then I stop to realize that this good-bye is not routine for you. 
The truth is that good-byes are never routine. When we think they are, 
the grief that accompanies them only hangs around them that much 
longer, with all those prickly, tarpaper feelings, keeping us stuck 
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in whichever one has our own name on it. And we stay right there emotionally until we work 
through it all the way. Saying good-bye and the grief that accompanies it takes time. Someone 
asked in the last congregational meeting why there will be a gap between my leaving and the 
date Maggie arrives. Perhaps that is why. Grief takes time. 

 No, this is not just one more good-bye. This one is different for me because of what you 
have taught me about hanging in there. This one is different for me because of what you have 
taught me about enthusiasm. This one is different for me because of what you have taught me 
about dedication. I used to think I knew all about these qualities…until I met you. Interim min-
isters serve only for a short time and are not supposed to fall in love with the church they serve. 
I usually don’t…until I met you.

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 You rewrote the book on hanging in there as you led committees and guided mission studies 
and organized church-wide events! You redefined enthusiasm as you jumped into leadership roles—
some of you for the first time! You set new standards in dedication as you led the church into serving 
Winston-Salem and the world through all kinds of mission opportunities, while leading the entire 
presbytery in showing what it means to truly be open and inclusive.  You became the example of a 
connectional church as you reconnected with the presbytery and the larger Church through learning 
events, leadership training, and presbytery meetings! 

 As you can see, this is not just one more ―good-bye‖. Not for you. Not for me. 

 This ―good-bye‖ for you is really a big ―hello‖. You are saying hello to a new found confidence 
you’ve received from leading yourselves. You are saying hello to a well-earned sense of pride that 
comes from looking back over your shoulder and seeing how far you’ve come! You are saying hello to 
a God of grace who has always and forever believed in you, knowing that you’ve had it in you all the 
time! Perhaps God was only waiting for you to believe in yourself as well. 

 For a very long time now I have been convinced that people come into your life for a reason—
churches too. Perhaps it is because that when they do, they always leave a little of themselves be-
hind. I’ve come to believe that a little bit of each church that I serve is going to get passed around in 
all my future relationships. That is especially true for Trinity Presbyterian Church. It is true because 
I have been changed by knowing you. I’m not the same person I was when we first met in February, 
2008. Neither are you. I think God knew that from the very first moments while creating us. A little 
of us rubs off on each other—for better or for worse—because we are made to live in community—to 
live with, listen to, and learn from each other. Hopefully, in the process, we pay attention closely 
enough to realize that God has been in the center of it all, all along. 

 Thank you again for the privilege of allowing me to be here as we have shared our stories on 
this journey together. You see, that story—YOUR story—is very sacred. That story is the very Word of 
God that is still being written as we live and work together in the light of God’s unending story with 
us.

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Although I don’t usually get my health information from Consumer Reports magazine, the current issue has (among the 

cars and electronics) some good health advice on OTC drugs for colds and flu, heart attack and stroke prevention, 

and keeping safe in the hospital among other health-related topics.  I will place a copy in the library for reference.  

Please sign it out so that we can keep track of it. 

There is a free screening for prostate cancer in September.  Nine out of ten men can beat this cancer if treated early.  

Check the bulletin board (or contact me) for times and location. 

There is a lot of buzz in the medical community this month about preparation for the H1N1 (swine) flu.  Although I 

discussed this topic in the spring, I feel like you should have updated information and reminders as we approach 

“flu season”.   

Health officials including those in Forsyth County are preparing for an epidemic.  There will be three flu “shots” 

offered this fall.  First the seasonal (regular) flu, then beginning in October, the first vaccine for the swine flu.  This will 

be followed a few weeks later by a second swine flu vaccine.  Officials expect to have enough vaccine to immunize eve-

ryone, but it will be available in waves, with health care workers (who will care for the sick) and people at most risk 

first.     

Pay attention to news reports or check with your health care provider for the latest news.  There is some discus-

sion about schools and colleges having on-site clinics.  The details are still being worked out.  It is recommended that 

we all receive the vaccine unless it is contra-indicated.  If you have fever, cough, sore throat, runny or stuffy nose, body 

aches, headache, chills and fatigue, please don’t “tough it out” at work or school. Stay at home until your temperature 

has been normal for 24 hours.  If you are sick enough to stay home, officials recommend that you keep your children 

out of school. 

Turning to prevention, health officials are asking residents to take these everyday steps to protect the health of 

everyone: 

 Cover your nose and mouth with a tissue when you cough or sneeze. Throw the tissue in the trash after you use it. 

 Wash your hands often with soap and water, especially after you cough or sneeze. Alcohol-based hand cleaners are also 

effective. 

 Try to avoid close contact with sick people. 

Avoid touching your eyes, nose or mouth. 

In addition: 

 Store a two week supply of water and food. During a health emergency, if you cannot get to a store, or if stores are out of 

supplies, it will be important for you to have extra supplies on hand. 

 Periodically check your regular prescription drugs to ensure a continuous supply in your home. Some people recommend or-

dering a refill of your prescription drugs a few days early each time (if your insurance permits).  After a while you will have a re-

serve supply.  (But be sure to use the oldest ones first!) 

 Have any nonprescription drugs and other health supplies on hand, including pain relievers, stomach remedies, cough and cold 

medicines, fluids with electrolytes, and vitamins. 

Talk with family members and loved ones about how they would be cared for if they got sick, or what will be needed to care for 

them in your home. 

 

Wow, that’s a lot to think about this month!  The experts are sure that the epidemic is coming, but wouldn’t it be 

great if we all prepared and nothing happened?

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What is Chautauqua?  

 

 During the first nine days of August, the Session gave me the opportunity to serve the larger 
church in granting me permission to go to the Chautauqua Institute. I was selected to be the Presby-
terian Chaplain at the Presbyterian House at the Chautauqua Institute, in Chautauqua, NY. My du-
ties during that time were to preach on Sunday, hold vesper services on Thursday and Friday, greet 
visitors each morning after morning worship and be available throughout the week for pastoral care. 
Located right beside the huge amphitheatre seating around 6,000 people, the Presbyterian House is 
virtually in the center of everything. 

 

 Even though busy with the above schedule, Nancy and I had a wonderful time enjoying a 
place we had never seen before. In fact, one of the criteria for being selected as chaplain at the Pres-
byterian House is that you must be new to Chautauqua. The days there are filled to the brim with ac-
tivities: worship, lectures, classes, speeches, and performances could fill up your day to the point 
where you would feel that you might need to come home to get a rest. 

 

 Chautauqua was founded in 1874 as a training ground for Sunday Schools in the Methodist 
Church. 870+ acres comprise the town which has its own fire department, health clinic and post of-
fice. Once you get in the gate, you will find virtually everything you need. The architecture is practi-
cally all Victorian in style with the houses and apartments right up against each other. There are lots 
of front porches with many flowers growing all around. In fact, one of the long-standing traditions at 
Chautauqua is to always have a large vase of gladiolas prominently displayed. 

 

 Very ecumenical in nature, Chautauqua has long been considered a center for all denomina-
tions and religions. But the learning is hardly limited to religious study. At Chautauqua, you will find 
they have their own symphony orchestra, ballet, opera, chamber music ensemble, art school, dance 
school, and during the 9-week summer season, the opportunity to take classes in virtually any disci-
pline you can name—from gardening to international politics and everything in between. Each sum-
mer some of the biggest names in public are invited to speak and perform. During our week, we 
heard and saw Ken Burns, Richard Brown, James Ivory, Beth Grant, the Chautauqua Symphony Or-
chestra, and the NC Ballet. 

 

 I recommend a trip there so that you can see for yourself. Since coming back, I have said that 
the Chautauqua experience is just that—something you must experience for yourself in order to 
really appreciate. If you would like to know more, go to www.ciweb.org and look around.
