Walk to Bethlehem 

 

Walk to Bethlehem is a faith-based 12 week walking program designed to get 
people moving toward a healthier lifestyle.  It is 6,175 miles from Winston-
Salem to Bethlehem.  Each week there will be a scripture reflection and a 
mini geography lesson as we walk from Winston-Salem across the Atlantic 
Ocean, through Morocco, Algiers, Tunisia, Libya, and Egypt.  The start date 
for the virtual walk is the week of September 27 and we arrive in Bethlehem 
in time for the birth of Jesus.   
  
A sign-up sheet will be in the narthex later this month.  Each week you will log the number of miles 
you walk or run and report back so we can track our progress as a congregation.  If you are 
unable to walk, you can do 20 minutes of sustained chair exercises as an alternative.

§ The October 17 CROP Hunger Walk needs YOU.  
For the Walk to be successful in feeding hungry 
people around the world and around the block, every 
member of Trinity is invited to participate – as a 
walker or as a donor – ―you can’t have one without the 
other.‖ 

§ Let’s join 145 other walking teams on October 17.  Since 1998 Trinity has raised $17,390.  In 
2005 Trinity raised $2,402.  In 2009 12 walkers collected $2,126.  In 2010 let’s have more 
walkers and more dollars donated. 

§ PAKISTAN:  By early August, Church World Service (CWS) had distributed some 70 tons of 
food for 100,000 individuals in Balochistan and Khyber Pakthunkhwa.  CWS is in the process 
of procuring an additional 630 tons of food for 4,500 households. 

§ HAITI:  Six months after the earthquake, CWS is still at work in extending food security and 
working with 13 farmer cooperatives giving access to revolving funds for seeds, tools, and 
fertilizer. 

§ KATRINA:  Thousands of CWS kits were distributed in the days following the hurricane. A 
collaborative effort with Habitat for Humanity International allowed 700 families to return to 
repaired or rebuilt homes. 

§ FORSYTH COUNTY:  14.9% of county residents live in poverty.  Your CROP dollars will help 
Crisis Control Ministry and Sunnyside Ministry address the hunger of our neighbors.

Thank you to everyone who contributed supplies and made bags for the Church World Service Kits. 
Thanks also to Micki Mabry and Ursula Raiford for organizing the assembly and shipping of the 
kits. Your support truly makes a difference in the lives of children and families all over the world. 
For example, in the first six months of 2010, Church World Service shipped almost 40,000 hygiene 
kits to Haiti, and 24,000 school kits to Pakistan. Domestically, over 7000 hygiene kits were 
distributed, and almost 1200 school kits.
